BOARD MEETING
Wednesday, September 20, 2023

MEETING MINUTES

Call To Order: The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Teri Wimmer. A quorum of board members was in attendance. Also present is Annie Olivier with Wimmer Community Association Management.

Approval of the previous minutes: A motion was made by Mrs. Sue Pearson, seconded by Ms. Erna Jones, and unanimously approved to accept the board meeting minutes of August 16, 2023.

Nomination of New Board Members: A motion was made by Mr. Doug Lynch, seconded by Mr. John Russo, and unanimously approved to appoint Ms. Debbie Schriner as a Board member of the HOA. Also, a motion was made by Mrs. Sue Pearson, seconded by Mr. Doug Lynch, and unanimously approved to appoint Mr. Steve Polito as a HOA Board member.

ARC Report: Teri Wimmer reported on the approved ARC applications since the last meeting. A motion was made by Mr. Doug Lynch, seconded by Mrs. Sue Pearson, to send a letter to the homeowners of 6226 Morning Drive and 6214 Cranberry Drive, asking to remove the fence blocking the view to the canal at the HOA’s cost, and to provide for the receipt of the fence installation for a reimbursement, keeping in mind that if the homeowners decide to install a new fence it must be visually unobtrusive and the project must be reapproved by the Architectural Committee.

Financial Review: Mr. Gary Frank gave an overview of the current financial status. The Board of Directors requested that a notice be sent by the community manager to all homeowners who are at least 2 quarters late stating that their access to the HOA amenities has been suspended and they must pay their fees within 30 days, or the account will be sent to the attorney after 30 days.

Violation report, consideration of fines: A motion was made by Mrs. Sue Pearson, seconded by Ms. Erna Jones, and unanimously approved to fine the homeowners of 6181 Yellowstone for using their property for commercial purposes. Also, a motion was made by Mrs. Sue Pearson, seconded by Ms. Erna Jones, and unanimously approved to send a 30-day notice to the homeowner of 6236 Yellowstone Drive notifying the owner that they will receive a fine notice if the construction project is not completed within 30 days.

Awning replacement: Teri Wimmer informed the board that the contractor stated the awning was still 6 weeks away from being ready. To be continued.

Fountain: Mr. Magdi Bishara stated that the new fountain was installed but shut down for maintenance. To be continued.

Lakes Services: Magdi Bishara stated that the board has hired a new vendor and that in less than a week the lake is already looking better. Teri Wimmer also stated that she emailed the old vendor, Solitude Lake Management, reminding them that the Board of Directors had asked that the vendor not perform any work on the lakes as of September 1, 2023, and therefore the HOA would not be paying the vendor for any services performed after that date. The vendor then stated that they would terminate the contract with the Riverwood Plantation HOA. To be continued.

Community Flowerbeds: A motion was made by Mr. Gary Frank, seconded by Mrs. Sue Pearson, and unanimously passed to approve the expense of $10,000 for the cost of mulch and flowers for the flowerbeds of the community.

Island Cleanup: A motion was by Mr. Gary Frank, seconded by Mrs. Sue Pearson, and unanimously approved to set aside $10,000 to have Pleasant View Landscaping clean the island and remove downed trees.

Tree Trimming: A motion was by Mr. Gary Frank, seconded by Mrs. Sue Pearson, and unanimously passed to approve the expense of $5,000 to have Pleasant View Landscaping trim the palm trees within the community.

Damaged Apron Repay: A motion was by Mrs. Sue Pearson, seconded by Mrs. Erna Jones, and unanimously passed to approve the expense of $3,000 for the replacement of the damaged apron at Riverwood Park 7’x 28’ with 6” of concrete including fiberglass rebar.

Playground repairs: Mr. Henry Marcley stated that the equipment on the children’s playground a rusting and that some parts have already fallen apart. Mr. Henry Marcley suggested that the board review the contract with the vendor and find out if any warranties are available for the repair.

Additional Board Comments: Ms. Erna Jones stated that there is a need for new bike racks within the community. Mr. Doug Lynch stated that he would take on the project and conduct the necessary research. To be continued.
