MEETING MINUTES

Call To Order: The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Teri Wimmer. A quorum of board members was in attendance. Also present is Annie Olivier with Wimmer Community Association Management.

Approval of the previous minutes: A motion was made by Mr. Doug Lynch, seconded by Mr. Gary Frank, and unanimously approved to waive the reading and accept the board meeting minutes of September 19, 2023.

ARC Report: Teri Wimmer reported on the approved ARC applications since the last meeting. Mr. Mag reminded the Community Manager to send the approved letters from the last meeting to the homeowners.

Financial Review: Mr. Gary Frank gave an overview of the current financial status. Teri Wimmer gave an overview of the progress with the receivable accounts.

Violation report, consideration of fines: Teri Wimmer gave an overview of the current open violations. Teri also informed the board that, effective October 1, 2023, the Homeowners Association Bill of Rights requires that the fine committee hold mandatory hearings before the fine may be made due and owing, and this meeting information must be included in the 14-day Fine notice letters.

Awning replacement: Mr. Magdi Bishara stated that the contractor will install the awning on November 1st, 2023. To be continued.

Fountain: Mr. Magdi Bishara stated that the impeller has broken and will be replaced by Friday. To be continued.

Lakes Services: Mr. Magdi Bishara stated that Solitude Lake Management wants to bill the HOA for 90 days and the board is working on settling this matter. To be continued.

Community Flowerbeds: Ms. Erna Jones stated that they are in the process of cleaning the sections prior to putting down the mulch. Ms. Jones also stated that the project should be done by the end of the month. To be continued.

Budget Workshop: Mr. Magdi Bishara informed the members that there will be a budget workshop at the clubhouse on Thursday, October 26, 2023, at 2 p.m.

Camera System Update: Mr. Doug Lynch provided the estimate for the installation of 8 cameras at the basketball and tennis courts, excluding the electrical work. Mr. Lynch also stated that an electrician will inspect the work tomorrow, and the bid will be provided by next Thursday. To be continued.

Damaged Apron Repay: Mr. Magdi Bishara stated that the project will start tomorrow and should be done by Friday, however, the boat ramp will not be accessible until Monday, October 23rd. 

FPL Light Post Updates: Mr. Magdi Bishara stated that he sent the light posts information to FPL and is waiting for their reply. To be continued.

Signage Replacement: Ms. Debbie Shriner gave an overview of the signages that will be replaced in the community, including the materials and the verbiage to be used, and the locations where they will be placed. A motion was made by Mr. Steve Polito, seconded by Mr. Doug Lynch, and unanimously approved to expense of $4,000 for the signage replacement.


Additional Member Comments: Mr. John Legath requested a food bank for a local church, and the Board of Directors agreed to place the donation boxes at the clubhouse. Mr. Legath suggested that the HOA send a newsletter to the homeowners and offered to write the suggested verbiage for this newsletter. Furthermore, the President of the Palmas Bay HOA, Mr. James Blachant, asked the Board of Directors to sign an agreement stating that the Riverwood Plantation HOA approved allowing the homeowners to maintain the unapproved fence which has been damaged by the recent hurricanes. A motion was made by Mr. Doug Lynch, seconded by Mr. Gary Frank, and unanimously approved to accept the Palmas Bay HOA request allowing the homeowners to maintain the unapproved fence.
