Mag is inquiring about the possibility of adding 3 more lights. Mag is also negotiating with FPL to install underground conduit. Riverwood is always the first to lose power during outages and the last to come back on. 

Storage Lot: Reports of someone breaking in to travel trailers. The kids have been identified and are being dealt with. Sue Pearson asked about the status of the cameras in the storage area. Doug estimates the cost to be between 10,000 and 12,000 dollars. To be continued.

Owner Comments: An owner suggested a safety class for neighborhood kids, possibly having the fire department put lights and reflectors on their bikes. To be continued.
