MEETING MINUTES

Call To Order: The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Teri Wimmer. A quorum of board members was in attendance. Also present is Annie Olivier with Wimmer Community Association Management.

Reading of the minutes: A motion was made by Mrs. Sue Pearson, seconded by Ms. Erna Jones, and unanimously approved to accept the board meeting minutes of July 19, 2023.

ARC Report: Teri Wimmer reported on the approved ARC applications since the last meeting.

Financial Review: Teri Wimmer gave an overview of the current financial status.

Violation report, consideration of fines: A motion was made, by Douglas Lynch, seconded by Erna Jones, and unanimously approved to fine the owner of 6202 Yellowstone for starting a roofing project without ARC Approval. 

Awning replacement: The manager informed the board that the contractor stated the awning was still 6 to 8 weeks away from being ready. To be continued.

Lakes Services: Magdi Bishara stated that the board is not satisfied with the work of the current vendors. Douglas Lynch suggested having three other vendors look at the lake and determine if they will be able to assist the HOA with this issue. The manager will contact potential vendors and request their quotes. To be continued.

Fountain: Mr. Magdi Bishara stated that the new fountain has been moved. The new fountain is scheduled to be installed next week.

Lights: 4 lights are still not working. Magdi Bishara is working with FPL to resolve the problem.

Park repairs: Magdi Bishara stated that he will not be taking on this project and will ask John Russo to manage the project.

Clubhouse Rental and Cleaning Fee: A motion was made, by Erna Jones, seconded by Henry Marcley, Jones and unanimously approved to not allow confetti to be used in events occurring at the clubhouse. A motion was also made, by Douglas Lynch, seconded by Henry Marcley, and unanimously approved to keep the clubhouse rental fee at $75, but increase the deposit fee to $300, and add a cleaning fee of $50 per hour if renters do not properly clean the clubhouse after their event.

Storage Lot’s Camera Installation: Douglas Lynch stated that by next Friday the board will have information regarding if cameras can be installed in the storage lot. To be continued.

Additional Board Comments: As a reminder, Magdi Bishara and Erna Jones will be retiring in September. We are now actively seeking new people to join the board.
