MEETING MINUTES

Call To Order: The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mag Bishara. A quorum of board members was in attendance. Doug Lynch and Chase Herbig were absent. Also in attendance, Teri Wimmer with Wimmer Community Association Management.

Add new board member: A motion was made by Sue Pearson, seconded by Blanche Mullaney and unanimously approved to add Bob Mandarino to the board of directors. Motion carried.

Reading of the minutes: A motion was made by Blanche Mullaney, seconded by John Russo, to approve the minutes of November 16 and December 7 and waive the reading. Motion carried.

Financial Report: Gary Frank gave an overview of financial status to date. He is looking at investment opportunities to be considered after January 1, 2023. Association is in good shape considering all projects accomplished in 2022.

ARC: Blanche Mullaney gave report of ARC. Applications were not required for hurricane related damages until after December 10, 2022.

Update on Storm Damages: Mag gave an overview of damages. Completed projects: tree removal, fences, light fixtures, sod has been replaced. Still in process: awning at clubhouse, we are on a wait list for the replacement. Manager will check on color chart and forward to the board.
Erna states additional landscape clean up still needed. Just small things left to do.
Fountain: Wiring has been checked, fountain is10 years old, life expectancy 5 years. Larger fountain will require the addition of electrical services. A motion was made by Sue Pearson, seconded by Blanche Mullaney to spend up to $12,000 to replace the fountain with the same size. Electrician to install. Motion passed unanimously.

Signage around Riverwood: Mag met with Al’s signs to determine signs needed for the community. To be continued.

Bulletin board replacement: Manger will forward to Mag prices for a lighted double side, weather proof bulletin board. To be continued.

Signage: To be continued.

Update on Riverwood Lights:  FPL is still behind schedule due to hurricane repairs. To be continued

Website : New website is up and running. Some information has been taken down for edits and corrections. Any changes to current rules will be discussed and voted on at a properly noticed meeting. Mag encouraged owners to review the extractions of rules posted on the Riverwood website. This is a quick summary with the pertinent document section and number of most often violated rules in the community. More updates coming.

Discussion of parking rules: The board is in the process of discussing current parking rules and possible changes to make them easier to understand and enforce. Overflow parking: the best suggestion so far seems to be using a section of the clubhouse parking lot for temporary overflow parking. No long-term parking would be allowed. In the event an owner has scheduled a clubhouse rental any car parked there would need to be moved. To be continued.


Irrigation: To be continued.

New Business:

Violations, violation resolution committee: Mage explained the purpose of the resolution committee and notified owners that there are currently six members of the committee representing, Sable Cove, Riverwood, Greenbriar and Palmas Bay. Some of the ongoing issues discussed were signs in windows and dogs allowed off leash. The board plans to review future violation correspondence to verify letters should be sent. The board will impose fines per Florida Statutes as needed.

Survey for storge lot: In order to add lighting to the storage lot a survey is needed. Manager will get prices from a local survey company and forward to the board for consideration.

Additional comments: Blanche mentioned that a new Law has been passed whereby no residential community may advertise short term rentals (less than 30 days) on Air B&B or other like websites.
An owner reported a stop sign down at the end of Del Mar Drive. Manager to report to city.
