MEETING MINUTES

Call To Order:  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mag Bishara. Board members Doug Lynch, Erna Jones, John Russo and Gary Frank were in attendance, constituting a quorum. 

Reading of the minutes from last meeting:  A motion was made by Doug Lynch to waive the reading and approve the minutes. Motion was seconded by Erna Jones. Motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report: Treasurer, Gary Frank, gave a financial status report and it was approved unanimously. Discussions on the budget for 2023 occurred and the board recommended an increase of $6.00 per month for our quarterly assessments. 

ARC Report: A Homeowner went ahead with a project that was denied by ARC at 6235 Poplar Grove, after a discussion on the issue, the Board approved a motion for a fine letter to be sent and approved referral to our Attorney.

President’s Report :

Clubhouse roof: Mag Bishara stated that the new roof on the clubhouse was completed and reviewed the extra costs for chimney and rotted wood repairs.

Storm Damage: Hurricane IAN blew through our area on September 29th.  There was significant wind damage from fallen trees and flooding.  All roads were cleared immediately of trees, large limbs to make them accessible to vehicles and cleanup was started. The RV yard also suffered extensive damage to the fence line and flooding. The costs associated with repairs and clean up from this storm could reach $40,000 when fence repairs, sod
replacement, clubhouse entrance awning cover, etc., are all included. 

Discussions on Spruce Creek Dredging project: The Board is awaiting Volusia County’s proposal on their desire to use our boat ramp for the dredging project.  
Here’s what we know so far: The project plan is to remove 33,000 yards of muck on both sides of the trestle.  The county has $800,000 appropriated and hopes to start in about a year. We will keep you posted.
