MEETING MINUTES

Call To Order: The meeting was called to order at 7:01 PM by Mag Bishara. All board members were in attendance except Doug Lynch. Teri Wimmer with Wimmer Community Association Management was also present.

Reading of the minutes: A motion was made by Blanche Mullaney, seconded by Adria Kelley, to approve the minutes and waive the reading. Motion carried.

Financial review: Gary Frank gave a brief overview of the current finances. There was a discussion of collections going forward. Manager will keep the board updated on all delinquent accounts.

ARC: Blanche Mullaney gave report of ARC. Nothing special to report.

Add new board members:  After a brief discussion a motion was made, seconded, and unanimously approved to add Sue Pearson and Mark Batista to the Riverwood board.

Manager report violations:  After discussion a motion was made by Blanche Mullaney, seconded by John Russo and unanimously approved to impose fines on the following properties: 6206 Yellowstone; $1,000. 6208 Yellowstone: $1,000. 6190 Yellowstone: $1,000. If the owners fail to pay the fine per Florida Statutes the board will reconvene to discuss the next steps which may include placing a lien on the property and or legal action. Manager will inform these addresses that they have multiple violations that must be resolved, or they will face additional fines.

Discussion of storage lot: The board expressed concern over some issues with the storage lot. After a lengthy discussion the board agreed to inform all owners currently renting spaces of the following. Only one item is allowed per space. Any junk in or around storage items must be removed. Owners will be given 30 days to clean up their area/storage items. If they fail to clean it up, they will lose their spot. The board plans to raise the annual rental fee to $200 effective January 1, 2023. The additional funds will help pay for security cameras and upgrades to the storage area.

Pool Rules: Mag presented new rules for the pool area. A motion was made by Blanche Mullaney, seconded by John Russo and unanimously approved to add: Anyone under 17 must be accompanied by an adult. Mag will order a new sign with the additional pool with new rules.

Dock and Pool proposal: Mag suggested using a GC to oversee sub-contractors for the work. He will get proposals on both projects and present to the board. To be continued.

Review costs of lake maintenance and fountain repair: To be continued.

Website review: To be continued.

Lighting: Motion made by Adria Kelley to amend the approved motion from the last meeting. FPL bid to install street lights with a limit increased to $4,800, seconded by John Russo, all in favor, motion carried.

Landscape project: Erna Jones asked for approval of her project. Mag explained that the project is already part of the budgeted amount for landscape, no approval is needed.

Upcoming events: Movie nights, Fishing Derby and Game nights are planned for 2022. Dates and times to be provided at a later date.
