MEETING MINUTES

Call To Order: The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mag Bishara. A quorum of board members was in attendance. Teri Wimmer with Wimmer Community Association Management.

Reading of the minutes: A motion was made by Gary Frank, seconded by Blanche Mullaney, to approve the minutes and waive the reading. Motion carried.

Financial Report: Gary Frank reported that the association is on track financially, all good at this point.

ARC: Blanche Mullaney gave report of ARC. 

Pool Furniture: Pool furniture should be delivered in approximately 4 weeks.

Repairs to boat dock: Mag met with contractor today. Mag also met with the City Inspector. Project to start in 2 to 3 weeks. The dock will be shut down while project is underway. (Approximately 1 week to 10 days.) We will reopen as soon as possible.

Legal review of Documents by Attorney: Underway. To be continued.

Community Requirement of landlords to notify association on a monthly basis of tenant status : Manager to notify all properties known to be renting of requirements. Records will be maintained at Riverwood office.

Nature Trail fence line: A motion was made, seconded and unanimously approved to spend up to $5,000 to repair the fence line.

Bulletin Board Replacement: The board will look at options to replace all community bulletin boards. Black with white letters preferred. Also will look into lighting the boards for ease of reading.

Community signs: Current signs are moldy, dirty and need attention. Entry signs need to be cleaned and painted. Between now and next meeting determine sign standards.

Clubhouse Roof Replacement: After a brief discussion of proposals a motion was made by Gary Frank, seconded by Blanche Mullaney and unanimously approved to accept the proposal from Greg’s Roofing. Mag will contact Greg to schedule the project.

Drainage Repairs by City of Port Orange: Repairs done, huge difference no more flooding problems.

Tree Clean up on Clover Bend and Riverwood Dr.: Greenbriar will incur an expense of approximately $3,000.00 to rim and clean up trees. Discussion: Trees need to be elevated and trimmed two times per year. A motion was made by Sue Pearson, seconded by Blanche Mullaney and unanimously approved to have Pleasant View Tree Service perform the maintenance at a cost not to exceed $5,000.00.

Updates on clubhouse and maintenance staff & office hours: Wimmer CAM has hired Annie Olivier as office administrator for the Riverwood Office. Annie is well qualified. Her pay rate is $2.00 more per hour than the previous person. Henry Marcley: The board suggested an increase in pay for Henry at an additional $4.00 per hour. A motion was made by Sue Pearson, seconded by Mag Bishara and unanimously approved to accept the raises as proposed.
Office hours are now Monday and Wednesday 1:00 to 6:00 PM, and Thursday 12:00 to 5:00 PM.

Brick Wall update: Waiting on estimates, to be continued.
