Mag reviewed highlights from 4/13/2022 meeting minutes. A motion was made to accept minutes of last meeting, it was seconded, a vote yielded 7 yeas, 1 nay.  Motion passed.

Gary Frank, Treasurer, gave up to date financial report.  Unanimous vote to accept.

Blanche Mullaney, Secretary and Architectural Committee Chairman, gave ARC report

OLD BUSINESS

Violations - Violation letters are being sent to owners. The most serious violations are   those which affect the value of our homes. Some of those have been sent to legal team to manage due to no response from violators.

Pool - Good progress is being made on pool updating and repairs. A Board of Health   inspection is scheduled for 5/13. Some parts for showers are still unavailable and old pool furniture will be used because new furniture will not arrive until after pool reopens. New signs based on new city and insurance stipulations for safety were displayed. Some of the letters must be 4 inches tall making all signs much larger than the old signs.  Overall assessment of this project is that it is going very well and looks great.

Repairs to bridge - 57 boards were recently replaced to insure safety.

Park boat ramp improvements, parking lot paving and clubhouse parking lot paving are waiting for City of Port Orange permits.

Owners continuing to walk unleashed dogs and bringing animals into playground area are safety issues for which legal help has been requested.

Parking regulations for cars and boats were reviewed, are in the covenants and are on the Riverwood as well as the Wimmer cam website.

Boat and RV storage lot rules were reviewed. Owners need to have one item in their assigned space, it must have current tags, registration and be in working condition.

Feral cat population was discussed. Vicky Keuning reported that she and Marilyn Krabbe are the only trained and certified caretakers in the Port Orange TNR (trap, neuter, release) program in Riverwood. There are 25 cats in the colony being cared for by the large antennae on Riverwood Drive and Del Mar Drive. 20 cats are neutered, one of remaining 5 was recently caught and sent for neutering. There are still 4 that are extremely elusive. They feed limited amounts twice a day, evaluate the health of the cats and never leave food out that might attract raccoons. Any cat feeding activity near RWP entrance is illegal - please report it to city. A committee was formed to be led by Denise Wilkins to meet with TNR reps to review the city rules and work on this issue.

NEW BUSINESS

Adria Kelley announced that she is resigning from the board due to conflicts with her involvement in grief counseling support with her dogs.

Board voted unanimously to approve hiring a new web site designer.  Present site is antiquated and does not expand to enable use with cell phones, tablets, etc.

Board voted unanimously to change board meetings to THIRD WEDNESDAY of the month and to skip June and August. Monthly meetings will resume in September. 
Next Meeting will be on Wednesday, July, 20, 2022.

MEMBER COMMENTS

PAUL Strickland and Irene Yates, residents of Yellowstone Drive, asked about possibility of making driveway boat parking rules less restrictive since they consider RWP a boating community. Discussion followed.
The Luthis, residents of Yosemite Drive, asked for explanation of the denial of ARC request for exposed fastener metal roof. Discussion followed.
