Riverwood Plantation HOA Board of Director Meeting Notes
Wednesday, April 17, 2024
The following board members were present – Mag Bishara, Gary Frank, Henry Marley, Debbie Schriner, Wayne Ross and Stephan Polito.  Teri Wimmer and Annie Olivier were present representing Wimmer Property Management.  
Mag Bishara called the meeting to order at 7:01 pm.
Gary Frank made a motion to approve the minutes from the last board meeting.  Wayne Ross seconded, and the motion passed unanimously. 
Teri Wimmer presented the ARC report with input from Annie Olivier and Mag.  As part of this conversation Wayne Ross brought to the board’s attention the use of welcome letters informing new residents of C&R’s.  Teri confirmed welcome letters are being sent to all new residents.  
Mag and Teri discussed a new State Law and how it impacts shed restrictions.  The law was discussed by the board.  Mag will obtain our attorney’s opinion. Riverwood Plantation covenants prohibit sheds.  
Gary Frank presented the financial report. 
Teri presented the collections report and delinquencies sent for collection to attorney Martell & Ozmin, P.A.  She recommended an additional seven delinquent accounts be sent to the attorney for collection.  Wayne made a motion instructing Teri to do so, Henry Marley seconded the motion.  The motion passed. 
Teri and Annie presented the violation report.  A proposed resolution was discussed which documents the process and steps taken to enforce covenants and restrictions and how to deal with violations.  It was reviewed in its entirety and modified to the satisfaction of the board.  Wayne made a motion to approve the resolution contingent upon our attorney’s approval and that if approved the board president and secretary will sign making it official.  Debbie Schriner seconded, and the motion passed.  The resolution, if approved and made official, will be posted on the Riverwood Plantation website.  Three new members of the Fine Resolution Committee were introduced, bringing the total to seven.
In other business Mag will contact our attorney for an opinion of the easements along the Riverwood ribbon lakes.  A Morning Drive resident requested an understanding of the easements.  Annie brought to the board’s attention a resident requested her non-resident son’s access of the boat launch, essentially giving him a key fob.  The board rejected the request. 
Debbie researched new umbrellas for the club house and pool.  The board discussed.  Stephan Polito made a motion to allocate $2,300 to purchase umbrellas and Gary seconded.  The motion passed.
Mag led the board in a discussion about projects underway and those to be considered.  This included Cul-de-sac island landscaping and curbing, the insurance underwriters demands for a commercial ventilation hood over the clubhouse stove and oven.  
Mag announced a board opening and encouraged volunteers.   Kathleen Zurenko tendered her resignation as a board member via email.  
Wayne motioned to adjourn the meeting, Henry seconded, the motion passed.  Mag adjourned the meeting at 9:05 pm.
