Riverwood Plantation HOA Boad of Director Meeting Notes
Wednesday, June 19, 2024
The following board members were present – Mag Bishera, John Russo, Gary Frank, Henry Marcley, Sue Pearson, and Stephan Polito.  Teri Wimmer and Annie Olivier were present representing Wimmer Property Management.  
Mag called the meeting to order at 7:02 pm.
Sue Pearson made a motion to approve the minutes from the last board meeting.  Gary Frank seconded and the motion passed unanimously.
Teri Wimmer presented the Architectural Committee report.   
Gary Frank presented the financial report. 
Teri, Annie and Mag presented the violation report.  The fine resolution committee is no longer viable.  Due to recent law changes it is our attorney’s opinion that the only resolution to owners that refuse to comply with covenants and restrictions is for the HOA to pursue compliance in court by filing a lawsuit in pursuit of court order.  This will be a costly endeavor for both sides.  
Mag led the board in a discussion about the HOA Parking and ARC Rules draft.  Copies were handed out to the all in attendance.  
A special closed board meeting was scheduled for 2 pm on Wednesday, June 26th, to review all violations and make recommendations to take legal action. The results of this meeting will be presented at the next regular board meeting.  
Teri updated the board on the status of repairing the clubhouse playground equipment.  She is pursuing the warranties to see how much if any of the equipment is covered.  She will make a recommendation to the board on the next step.  
Mag gave a status report of the boat storage security camera project.  The project is partially complete.  We are working on an agreement with the adjacent homeowner to provide electricity and internet.  The board will pursue a permanent solution.   
Mag reiterated that we are looking for a pool monitor and will pay up to $20 an hour.  Wimmer Property Management cannot put this class of employee on their payroll without incurring substantial workers compensation and liability insurances premiums.  It was recommended we use an employee leasing service. 
In new business Sue pointed out the bicycle racks at the community entrance require repair or replacement.   Mage will look into this and provide a status report at the next meeting.  
Gary made a motion to adjourn the meeting, Sue seconded, Mag then adjourned the meeting at 8:36 pm.
