Wednesday, January 17, 2024

MEETING MINUTES

Call To Order: The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Teri Wimmer. A quorum of board members was in attendance. Also, present is Annie Olivier with Wimmer Community Association Management.

Approval of the previous minutes: A motion was made by Mrs. Sue Pearson, seconded by Mr. Steve Polito, and unanimously approved to waive the reading and accept the board meeting minutes of November 15, 2023.

ARC Report: Teri Wimmer reported on the approved ARC applications since the last meeting. Mr. Bishara and Mrs. Wimmer discussed the incomplete ARC request for 6227 Klondike Drive.

Financial Review: Mr. Gary Frank gave an overview of the current financial status. Teri Wimmer gave an overview of the progress with the receivable accounts. A motion was made by Mr. Steve Polito, seconded by Mrs. Sue Pearson, and unanimously approved to close the Synovus bank operating account and open a new CD  by the end of the month. (Funds from the South State Bank reserve account will be withdrawn to total the new CD amount of $50,000.00.)

Maintenance Year-End Bonus: A motion was made by Mrs. Sue Pearson, seconded by Ms. Erna Jones, and unanimously approved the expense of $750 for a Year-End bonus to the Maintenance personnel.

Violation report, consideration of fines: Annie Olivier gave an overview of the current open violations. The Board of Directors has approved sending 6219 Klondike Drive, 6181 Yellowstone Drive, and 6113 Palmas Drive to the Attorney.

Awning replacement: Mr. Magdi Bishara reported that the awning was installed in December 2023.

Fountain: Mr. Magdi Bishara stated that the lights are not operating and will be repaired soon. To be continued.

Lakes Services: Mr. Magdi Bishara mentioned how the new vendor has greatly improved the lakes.

Tennis Court Damage and Camera System Update: Mr. Magdi Bishara provided an overview of the camera installation project.  Mr. Henry Marcley stated that the tennis courts require repair. Mr. Marcley also mentioned that the gates of the tennis courts have been kept open multiple times and that the HOA will deactivate the key cards of those who leave the gate(s) open. To be continued.

FPL Project: A motion was made by Mr.Gary Frank, seconded by Mrs. Sue Pearson, and unanimously approved to spend $10,000 for tree trimming as needed to reduce power outages behind the Yellowstone Drive homes by FPL.

Request for Documentation and Review Committee: Mr. Magdi asked for volunteers to be part of a new committee that will be in charge of reviewing the contracts and documentation of the Riverwood Plantation HOA.

Signage: Mr. Magdi Bishara explained that the new signages recently posted did not follow the rules and regulations of the City of Port Orange, and therefore have to be removed. To be continued.

Purchase of Stihl Pole Saw: A motion was made by Mr. Steve Polito, seconded by Ms. Erna Jones, and unanimously approved the purchase of a Stihl Pole Saw.

Drainage and Flooding Concerns: Mr. Magdi Bishara stated that a city engineer will be on the property on January 21st, 2024 to review the matter. Mr. Bishara also stated that the HOA will request from the attorney a petition letter to present to the city of Port Orange. To be continued.

Additional Board Comments: Mr. Magdi Bishara presented the request of a member to add fish to the finger lakes for fishing purposes. After a brief discussion the Board of Directors denied this request.

 Mr. Magdi Bishara mentioned that there will be an annual meeting and election for the Board positions on February 21st, 2024. 

Ms. Erna Jones mentioned that she is retiring from the Board and thanked the volunteers who supported her throughout the projects that she supervised during her time as one of the Board of Directors of the Riverwood Plantation HOA. 

Additional Member Comments: A member of the community mentioned that an individual has been leaving cat food around Yellowstone Drive. She also expressed her concerns regarding a Spectrum cable that is exposed on Yellowstone which could be a safety hazard. Another homeowner mentioned that the cat foods have been attracting vultures around the community and asked that animal control be contacted to resolve the matter.
