MEETING MINUTES

Call To Order: The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Teri Wimmer. A quorum of board members was in attendance. Also, present is Annie Olivier with Wimmer Community Association Management.

Approval of the previous minutes: Teri read the 2023 Annual meeting minutes, and a motion was made by Mrs. Sue Pearson, seconded by Mr. Steve Polito, and unanimously approved to waive the reading and accept the board meeting minutes of January 17, 2023.

Financial Review: Mr. Gary Frank gave an overview of the current financial status. Teri Wimmer gave an overview of the progress with the receivable accounts.

Camera System Update: Mr. Doug Lynch provided an overview of the camera installation project storage lot and the Boat Ramp. To be continued.

Drainage and Flooding Concerns: A member of the HOA mentioned his concerns with flooding behind his property. Mr. Magdi Bishara stated that the matter still needs to be reviewed by an engineer and suggested that HOA hire one to resolve this issue. Mr. Bishara also encouraged the members of the HOA to make a petition letter to present to the city of Port Orange.  Mr. Mag Bishara also stated this project could take up to 6 months to complete. Signage: Mrs. Debbie Shriner gave an overview of the signage project which was soon to be completed. To be continued.

Reserve Study: A member of the HOA asked when a reserve study was last conducted for the HOA. Mr. Bishara stated that it was about 5 years ago. A motion was made by Mr. Stephen Polito, seconded by Mr. Gary Frank, and unanimously approved to have a reserve study completed by an expert.

Additional Board Comments: Mr. Stephen Polito suggested that the six loss boat slips be fixed the next time the HOA restore the boat ramp after a storm, since they are loss amenities.

Additional Member Comments: A member of the community mentioned the light between Sequoia Drive and Riverwood Drive is not working, and that it was a concern due to recent vandalism. Mr. Doug Lynch stated that he will ask the vendor to replace the light while installing the camera systems.
