Board of Directors Meeting

October 15, 2025

Meeting was called to order at 7:01 p.m. A quorum was established. 

Board members present: Steve Polito, Gary Frank, John Russo, Henry Marcley, Wayne Ross, Sue Pearson, and Mike Wiggins. Teri Wimmer, representing Wimmer Property Management, was present.  Teri Wimmer represented Wimmer Property Management. 

The minutes of the September 17, 2025, meeting were reviewed. Sue made a motion to approve the minutes as written. John seconded, the motion passed unanimously. 

The ARC report was tabled until the next meeting. 

The Violations report was provided by Teri with copies given to the board members. Several open violations were noted to be back in compliance and were closed. One property was noted to be continuously in violation after receiving a second notice. Wayne moved to escalate this to the attorney for further action, Sue seconded, the motion passed unanimously.

The Accounts Receivable Report was provided by Teri and copies given to the board members. Currently there are five properties with liens attached and five more in the process of having liens attached. Three of the properties are in foreclosure. 

Gary provided the financial report with copies given to the board members. It was noted during the discussion that HOAs pay a tax rate of 30% of any interest they accrue. 

The was the discussion of obtaining an audit of our accounting to ensure we are in compliance with the rules and to prepare our tax returns. Teri is soliciting three quotes from appropriate firms. This topic was tabled until the November meeting for further discussion. 

New/Old Business

Proposed bubbler system for the lake. Wayne discussed what he had discovered after talking with another HOA. The problem is complex and will require a multi-prong solution with bubblers being one part. He discovered the cost of a bubbler system is around $5,000. It was also discovered that the water pump for the fountain in the lake may be too powerful, which is why it may be clogging so often. The board tabled further discussion until Wayne finds out more information. 

Update on the boat ramp. Currently waiting on the tides to recede before the work can be done. Measurements were taken and the material ordered. Estimated cost is $1,500. 

Steve mentioned that throughout November, mulch will be laid down, oaks and crepe myrtles will be planted around the common areas. 

The discussion of drainage problems continued from the last meeting. It was discovered/verified that we are responsible for the maintenance of the lake and the drainage from the lake to the ribbon lakes that connect to Spruce Creek. A committee was formed to continue to look at ways to help mitigate the flooding issues, primarily around the Yellowstone easement, and streets that continually flood with heavy rains. The committee members are: Jeff Garvin, Matt Miller, Mike Wiggins, and Les Wilkinson. 

Sue moved to adjourn the meeting. Wayne seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 

The meeting was adjourned at 8:02 p.m.
