Board of Directors Meeting

January 21, 2026

Meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. A quorum was established.

Board members present: Steve Polito, Gary Frank, Sue Pearson, and Mike Wiggins. Teri Wimmer was present representing Wimmer Property Management. 

The minutes from the November 17, 2025, meeting were reviewed. Gary moved to approve. Sue seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

The ARC report was tabled until the next meeting. 

There is a request to remove a dead tree from community property near 6200 Morning Dr. Teri will check with Anders to see if he can do it. If not, bids will be solicited. 

Teri provided the violations report. Copies were provided to the board members. Notices from the attorney have been sent out and residents have 45 days to respond. 

Teri provided the accounts receivable report. Copies were provided to the board members. 

The process of collecting dues was discussed. Late fees and interest are added monthly to delinquent accounts. In the past once the past due amount reached $500.00 the account was sent to collect by Attorney. After discussion Sue Pearson made a motion that once an owner is 30 days delinquent, and after sending the statute required Notice of Late Assessment (NOLA) via certified mail, the account will be sent to the Attorney for collection. This will be an automatic process. Hardship cases will be reviewed and voted on by the board. Gary seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. *The notice of late assessment will remind owners that they have 30 days to pay in full. If they do not comply the account is automatically sent to the Attorney for collection. Additional legal fees will apply. Key cards to the pool area, tennis court, storage area and boat ramp will be disabled for owners with past due balances. Gary Frank seconded the motion, and it was unanimously approved.

Gary provided the financial report. Copies were provided to board members. Overall, the budget is in good shape and expenses are below budget. 




New/Old Business:

Wayne Ross provided an update on the proposed bubbler system for the lake was discussed. We have received 2 bids. Both are within the $9,000 previously approved. After discussing the possible need for additional electrical work, Gary moved to approve an additional $2,000 for the project. Mike seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. The total amount for the project is now $11,000.

The boat ramp repairs have been completed.

Les Wilkinson reported on his follow-up on the drainage concerns. He talked with Zeb Cohen & Associates about doing a study of our situation. Mike made a motion to approve up to $1,000 to hire the firm for the study. Gary seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Teri is collecting bids for window replacement at the clubhouse. 

General comments and discussion:
	
It was noted that the sidewalks near the main entrance need pressure washed. The sprinklers should be checked to ensure they are properly aimed. 

Additional mulch will be installed in the community common areas, continuing the work that was started in November. 

Additional shrubs will be planted around the neighborhood on community common areas.

We have hired a  subcontractor to care for the flowers on the community property.

It was noted that someone was placing homemade signs near the boat ramp soliciting fishing spots. 

Mike made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Sue seconded. The motion passed unanimously.
