Wayne Ross provided an update on the bubbler systems for the lake. The estimates that were provided along with the estimated electrical work are all within the approved budget for the project. It is estimated that this project will be completed in the next month. 

The update on the window replacement project for the clubhouse was tabled until next month while more estimates are being solicited and researching the best options.
